COACHES POST-GAME QUOTES
Iowa Head Coach Hayden Fry:

In general:

“This was an extremely hard-hitting ballgame. Michigan had a tremendous
running attack, threw the ball well, and their defense swarmed us. I'd vote
them No. 1 or 2 in the nation based on what I saw today.”

On Michigan:

“This is the best running attack by Michigan ['ve ever seen -- it was a
combination of Michigan's offensive line and their rushers. We did a poor
job of tackling. Michigan's quality depth among their running backs really
gives them a shot at the national championship.”

"Michigan's defense didn't give us much breathing room. I felt their speed
was also a problem for us.”

On the Hawkeyes:

“In the first half we did not execute or block. They (Michigan) changed the
defensive scheme on us which bothered us. Whether it was the structure of
our defense or our inability to tackle, it's hard to explain the first half.”

“Our offense in the second half was fantastic, but when we got the
momentum going, they (Michigan) kept coming back. I feit our no-huddle
offense worked extremely well. I was proud of our second half effort.”

Michigan Head Coach Gary Moeller:

On the game, in general:

“Obviously I'm pleased with the victory. It got tobe a sloppy game from our
point of view, but give them credit. When we got the onside kick, it was the
first time I relaxed.”

"With some injuries, we had to change our defense, and they took advantage
of it. He (Hartlieb) can throw the ball when he has time.”

On the win:
“It’s only one game of eight, and we have plenty left before we get to where
we want o go.”

On Michigan's rushing game:

“I'm surprised we got as many long runs. I think we blocked better and it
helps to have a home run hitter (Tyrone Wheatley). Once Wheatley gets
loose, he can go the distance, he can make a bad cut and still run for a TD."

On which running back will play:

“Today it was the guy that wasn't hurt. I looked around and saw Burnie
(Legette), Ricky (Powers), (Tyrone) Wheatley, and Jesse Johnson out and I
had Che' Foster and Eddie Davis. I can't say enough about that Eddie Davis.
He is a spunky little guy. Not many would hang in there like he has. I give
him a lot of credit.”

On whether Elvis Grbac was rusty (after missing the last two
games):

"A little -- everyone has to play ( to keep sharp), but Elvis pratices so hard
and works so hard, you know he will play well on Saturday.”



POST GAME NOTES

WHEATLEY. BREAKS RECORDS

Michigan tailbsck Tyrone Wheatley ran for 224 yards and three touchdowns on 19
atiempts. The touchdowans covered 29, 18 and 82 yards. Wheatley's 82 yard 7 run is
the ninth longest run in Michigan history. Wheatley's 224 total yards is the seventh
highest single game total in Michigan history. Wheatley's 1.8 average per rush is
the sixth highest total in Michigan history. Tony Boles was the last Michigan running
back o have a run of 80 or more yards. Boles had a 91 yard TD run against Indiana in
1989, Ricky Powers was the last Michigan player to score three TDs in a game.
Povers had three TDs versus Northwestern in 1991,

PRINTS, POINTS< POINTS

Michigan's 113 points in consecutive games (61 versus Houston, 52 versus Iowa) is the
Wolverines' highest point total in consecutive games since they scored 121 points back
to back against Stanford (51-0) and Navy (70-14) in the 1976 season. Michigan's 52
points today is the mosi the Wolverines have scored against the Hawkeyes since 1971
when they defeated Iowa 63-7.

NO RUNNING ALLOYVED

The Michigan defense has held each of its last three opponents to less than 100 yards
rushing (Oklahoma State 67 yards, Houston 52 yards, Iowa 77 yards) The last time this
was accomplished was when the Wolverines held Mississippi (1990 Gator Bow1) (93
yards) and Boston College (89 yards) and Notre Dame (78 yards) in the 1991 season all
under 100 yards rushing.

NOTES

Michigan had two, one play TD drives today. Wheatley's 82 yard touchdown run and
Foster's 50 yard jaunt.. Shonte Peoples has one interception in each of the last two
games..Chris Hutchinson's two sacks for 25 yards today moved him up into fourth
place on the Wolverine all-time career sack yardage list (114 yards).. Hotchinsoa is
now 15 yards behind third place Robert Thompson (129 yards)

FIRSTS

Freshman offensive tackle Trezelle Jenkins started his first game asa Wolverine
today.. freshman offensive tackle Mike Sullivan saw his first playing time asa
Wolverine.. defensive backs Alfie Burch (23 yards) and Deon Johnson and outside
linebacker Matt Dyson (10 yards) all made their first career interceptions .. Freshmen
fullback Che’ Foster had his first career TD (50 yards) on only his seventh career
carry ..the Michigan defense allowed its first points in the second quarter this season
when lIowa's Harold Jasper caughta 14 yard TD pass from Jim Hartlieb.
