POSTGAME NOTES

Today’s game was the third consecutive sell-out at Memorial Stadium dating back to last season. The crowd
of 70,193 was the largest opening day crowd for Illinois since 9/1/86 when 72,822 fans saw Illinois defeat
- Louisville, 23-0.

Michigan’s 38 points were the most scored by a Wolverine team against the Illini since 11/12/88, when
Michigan defeated the Illini, 38-9, in Ann Arbor. The most points ever scored by Michigan against Illinois
came 11/1/86 when the Wolverines defeated the Illini, 69-13, also in Ann Arbor. The 38 points are the
most scored by a Wolverine team in Champaign since 11/8/69 when Michigan defeated Illinois, 57-0.

Michigan’s Tim Biakabutuka had three consecutive touchdowns vs. Illinois, the first time in his career he
has had more than one TD in a game. He now has 15 career touchdowns. The last time a Michigan player
scored three TDs in a game was 10/8/94 when Tyrone Wheatley had three against Michigan State (two
rushing, one receiving).

Today’s defeat was Illinois’ worst opening day loss since the Illini lost 31-3 to Missouri in Columbia
9/11/93. The 38 points are the most points scored against the Illinois defense since the Illini lost to Towa,
54-28, 11/3/90 in Champaign.

The last time Illinois won as a ranked team was 10/12/91 when the Illini defeated Ohio State, 10-7, in
Champaign.

Michigan’s Anthony Williams” blocked punt was the first by a Michigan player since 11/13/93. The last
blocked punt for a touchdown was 10/5/91.

Illinois’ Will Smith’s and Lenny Willis’ touchdowns were career firsts for the players (their first-ever games
at Illinois). '

Illinois’ Simeon Rice had two sacks today for a career total of 35. Rice is now just one sack behind all-time
Big Ten sack leader Mark Messner of Michigan (36 career total). Rice also had two additional tackles for
loss to bring his career total to 50, second on the Illinois all-time list (behind Moe Gardner with 57).

Illinois has now lost four of its last five games in Champaign.

I was really disappointed in all three phases of the game, less so in the offense because it
was our first time out (game). The defense game up too many big plays. On special teams,
where we really had some opportunities to make big plays — several punt returns, kickoff
returns — we really looked like (had a great deal of) first game errors. They rose up and hurt
us . . . [ really felt at halftime that we would come back and play better in the second half
and that we would have a chance to even score. Our defense came out and gave up, I think,
80 yards in two plays.

I take my hat off to Michigan. They played very well. It’s going to be interesting to find out
how we respond this week. Usually it’s not as bad as it seems as a coach or as good as it
seems/ Right now it just seems really bad.

We had probably a better pass rush than I anticipated having in the definite long-yardage
situations. Until I see a tape, I don’t know how strong we were up front. [ was
disappointed that so many inside plays broke back outside.

Offensively, I’'m certain that there are a number of pass protection things that either were
just not effective or some of the stunts caused us problems.

If this team has the character that I think it has, then each young man will look at his
performance and see how he can improve. Usually, the most improvement is between the
first and the second games. That was true of the Washington State game in 1988. . .
Michigan was certainly a lot better this week than they were the week before.

MICHIGAN COACH LLOYD CARR
We had a definite advantage with a game under our belt. The biggest improvement is
between the first and second games. [ think there were a lot of things that went well out
there for us. Remy Hamilton’s field goal (in the second quarter) really gave us a boost. We
talked all season about being the kind of team that when you get up one someone, you want
to put them away. Fortunately, that’s what happened early in the third quarter.

We have team goals of winning the turnover battle, and winning the turnover battle is going
to win you 90 percent of the games. There isn’t any question (the fumbled punt by Illinois’
Martin Jones) it was a big turnover. We not only got turnovers, but we got some great field
position with the turnovers.{That was critical.

We felt in the first half we had some runs that were there, and the backs either missed the
hole or they slipped and fell. We felt coming in (to the second half) that we had run the ball
well in terms of blocking, we just had to keep our feet.

I told (offensive coordinator) Fred Jackson late in the second quarter that they were sitting
on the line of scrimmage on first down. Obviously, we came out and wanted to run the
football, but he made two great calls to start the second half and Scott (Dreisbach) put the
ball right there, and we got down the field in a hurry. Anytime you give up big plays, it
hurts the morale of the defense and of the team. What they wanted to do was stop us and
get the ball back. When we hit those two big plays, it turned the momentum of the game.
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
