Chemical Scholarship Assignment 6:  Equilibrium Representation (20 points; group)

Your group will create a visual representation of a dynamic equilibrium.  The medium is completely up to you (animation, skit, artwork, song, etc.), and creativity is encouraged.  You should give thought to how to best display the nature of the system you choose to augment your peers’ understanding of equilibrium.  

The presentations should include demonstration of:

· The representative system that is in a stable dynamic equilibrium. 

· A stress to the system and how it would respond according to Le Chatelier's principle. 

You will tell the class the system what species (chemical or otherwise) that are present etc., but the class will have to infer the stress placed on the system by its response to that stress.

You should complete your presentation in 4-7 minutes and will have a computer, projector, and a chalkboard available.  Please set up for your presentation before class begins.
Lastly, you will turn in a brief reflection (2-3 pages, format:  12 pt Times New Roman 1.5 spaced, 1” margins all around) about your representation, including the species present, the stress on the system, the response of the system to that stress, and your rationale in choosing your system as a representation of dynamic equilibrium.
