International Economic Development Program (IEDP) 2008 Application 

The International Economic Development Program (IEDP) is a seven-week course offered in the Winter term, which culminates in a one week trip to Jordan.  Approximate dates for the trip are February 22-March 2, 2008. The course examines a developing country’s economy, politics, and culture and how those factors relate to the country’s pertinent policy issues. 

During the seven-week IEDP course, students will develop several topics and policies to study, regarding Jordan’s current domestic issues and foreign affairs. Thereby, during the week in Jordan, IEDP participants will have the opportunity to meet various stakeholders pertaining to topics developed during the course. Following the trip all students in the IEDP course will develop a detailed report, recording the information gathered during the stakeholder interviews and meetings, and the background research regarding the class-developed topics. This whole process will allow students to utilize their graduate school studies and skill-sets. Among the policy issues to be considered in this year’s IEDP are: natural resource management, gender equity, poverty/welfare policy, education and health policy, regional policy, human rights/refugee issues, infrastructure and investment, good governance, and trade policy.

Selection Criteria: Applications are anonymously reviewed by a committee of faculty and students.  Criteria for selection are demonstrated interest in Jordan and/or social and economic development. In addition to what you know, reviewers look for what you will learn and contribute to the group.  Approximately 25 students will go on the trip.  Of those students approximately 20% will be non-Ford School graduate students. Among Ford School applicants, preference will be given to those who have not participated in other international Ford School trips, but there will be no quota regarding the number of first- and second-year students selected. Class year will be taken into account only when applicants possess comparable qualifications, and in those cases preference will be given to second-year students.
Candidates selected for participation in the Jordan IEDP should be aware of the extensive commitment expected of students. Due to the competitive nature of the program and the financial commitment made by donors, selected candidates will be required to sign a contract acknowledging the needed level of commitment to the program. 

PLEASE NOTE: As with any international trip, there are concerns of security and safety while traveling. With this in mind, there exists the possibility that government 
officials or University administrators will decide that conditions are unsafe for 
student travel. Should such a decision be made, the course will continue as planned, however, the class would not be able to travel to the country during Winter Break.
